1 Wilkinson’s Hurwyn Harris Tweed, very pleasing head & eye, beautiful outline, excellent body properties, quality
bone & good feet, strong topline, positive mover, scored in tailset & carriage; 2 Anthony’s Jilony Just Amazin, 6
months, lovely head & eye, very pleasing outline, excellent body for age, good front, bone & feet, steady mover; 3

Wilkinson & O’Neill's Hurwyn Some Might Say.

Puppy Dog (4)

1 Wilberg’s Jilony Freedom with Kanix, masculine head, good expression & eye colour, very good front assembly,
excellent flow over shoulders, strong topline, short coupled & strong in loin, ribbed well back, excellent hindquarters
with good width of thigh, very well balanced overall, sound positive mover. BP; 2 Whiting’s Rodale Ringleader, very
pleasing head & eye, upstanding with a very good outline, ribbed well back & strong in loin, well angulated, not

quite the body development of 1, positive mover scoring in front action; 3 Gordon’s Hawkfield Lets Go Crackers.

Junior Dog (5)

1 Drake’s Clamerkin Crystal Mountain, excellent balance & overall construction, lovely head & eye, very good front
assembly with quality bone & good feet, well let down in brisket & lovely flow over shoulderline, strong topline,
excellent tail & set-on, sound positive mover both in front & rear action; 2 Wilberg & Blackburn-Bennett's Kiswabhili
Martin at Kanix, masculine head with good eye, upstanding with good body properties, pleasing outline. Not quite
the flow over shoulderline as 1. Strong well angulated hindquarters, positive action on the move with good reach &

drive; 3 Smith’s Lypal Pukka Tukka.

Yearling Dog (7,2)

1 Rose & Williams’ Ridanflight Rockhampton, very well balanced with a very pleasing head & eye, very well knitted
together throughout, well constructed, strong short coupled loin, excellent depth of chest, well angulated
throughout, strong well muscled hindquarters, sound positive mover; 2 Siddle’s Wilchrimane Obe Gold, quality dog
with excellent flow throughout, lovely outline with a strong topline & good tailset, well let down in chest, very well
balanced with good angulation, very positive action, sound mover; 3 Fuller & Millard’s Wilchrimane Dartmoor

Dream.

Graduate Dog (6,1)
1 Wilcox & Preece’s Harvestslade Rolar Rapsody for Merynjen, lovely head, excellent forehand giving him a very
pleasing outline, lovely flow over shoulderline, excellent front & depth of chest, strong topline & very good

hindquarters, sound mover; 2 C Crystal Mountain; 3 Hegarty’'s Whipspan Shane Warne at Foxhaven.
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Post Graduate Dog (7)

1 Parsons’ Pipeaway Billy Bling, super head & eye, excellent type, very good body properties, well let down in
chest, very good flow over shoulder, lovely outline, strong short coupled loin, excellent tailset & carriage with very
good action when moving, ground covering stride; 2 Reynolds’ Pipeaway Afrosted Glo over Sananselmo, lovely
head & expression, very pleasing outline, well constructed, very good front, bone & feet, sound action but lost his

carriage on the move; 3 Barrs-Gordon’s Panoply Dare To Dream.

Limit Dog (5,1)

1 Wilcox’s Pipeaway Zonic Tonic for Merynjen, lovely head & eye, beautiful outline, excellent construction
throughout, quality dog displaying excellent type, strong topline, excellent tailset with very good tail action when
moving, sweeping hindquarters & strong loin, very positive mover holding his topline well. CC & BOB; 2 Clarke’s
Heatheryhall Silken Thomas of Pyghtle, masculine dog, well constructed with a pleasing outline, good front, bone &
feet, excellent body properties, sound mover with lots of ring presence; 3 Wilson’s Joneva Shooting Star at

Djankay.

Open Dog (6)

1 Howes’ Medogold Funtime Frankie, very pleasing head & eye, lovely outline, excellent front, bone & feet, strong
topline & good tailset, well constructed throughout, sound positive mover, scoring heavily in hind action. RCC; 2
Martin’'s Jilony Believe In Sunhouse, pleasing head & expression, lovely outline, excellent reach & flow over
shoulder, strong topline & well angulated hindquarters, well made throughout, very good profile movement but not

quite the width in hind action of 1; 3 Wilkinson & O’Neill's Hurwyn Brother Beyond.

Veteran (2)

1 Welch'’s Sh Ch/Ir Hookwood Top Man, still looking great at 10 years, lovely head, excellent outline, still a powerful
well knit together body, strong topline, good tail & set-on, well muscled & angulated hindquarters, very sound
positive mover, a credit to his owner; 2 Flint's Sh Ch Casilex Bucks Fizz, lovely head & expression, super outline,
strong topline, well constructed with very good depth of chest, sweeping hindquarters, active mover. Not quite as

positive in hind action as 1.

Minor Puppy Bitch (10,1)

1 Dyer’s Sharnphilly Just Be Serious, lovely outline, pleasing head & eye, excellent body properties, well
constructed throughout, strong topline & good tailset, very sound & positive on the move; 2 Welch’'s Hookwood
Blonde Bombshell, lovely head & eye, beautiful outline. Not quite the body or development of chest as 1, strong

topline, excellent tailset, very confident happy mover; 3 Westron’s Aurichalcum Oh Mon Dieu.

Puppy Bitch (5,1)

1 Anthony’s Jilony Flower Power, very feminine head, dark expressive eye, lovely forehand, very pleasing outline,
very good front, strong well angulated hindquarters, very positive mover; 2 Cobden’s Graacas Luna Bluebell at
Alozia, well balanced, pleasing head & expression, lovely outline, well let down in chest, strong topline, strong well

angulated hindquarters, sound mover; 3 Barrs-Gordon’s Panoply Golden Pearl.
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Junior Bitch (11,2)

1 Drake’s Clamerkin Crystal Lace, stood away for quality, lovely head & expression, beautiful outline, very well
balanced with elegance & substance combined, lovely flow over shoulder, strong topline & good tailset, standing on
well angulated hindquarters, sound positive movement, should finish at the top; 2 Squires’ Bentham Jamieleahs
Dream, typical head, good eye & expression, well constructed, excellent front, bone & feet, very good body
properties, strong sweeping hindquarters. Would like more width in rear action; 3 Carson & Dunne’s Moorpoint

Maybe Baby.

Yearling Bitch (7,3)

1 Rose & Williams' Ridanflight Rangiora, lovely head & expression, beautiful outline, well constructed with excellent
balance overall, excellent front, bone & feet, well knit together, strong short coupled loin, well angulated
hindquarters, in hard muscular condition, very accurate mover with lovely carriage, pressed hard for top honours; 2
Siddle’s Wilchrimane Fleur-De-Lys, very pleasing head & eye, well constructed, short coupled, deep body, strong
loin & very good hind angulation, moved well but would like more flow in profile movement; 3 Stangroom'’s

Medogold Wannabeposh for Lappakia.

Graduate Bitch (7,1)
1 C Crystal Lace; 2 Cardiff's Prosperity My Fair Lady, well made throughout with a pleasing head & eye, very good
outline with excellent depth of chest, strong topline & good tailset, very sound mover, rear & pleasing in profile.

Unlucky to meet 1 on such form; 3 Young’s Aurichalcum Two To Tango.

Post Graduate Bitch (8)

1 Dean’s Ridanflight Rotorua, very feminine head, good eye & expression, upstanding with a pleasing forehand,
strong topline & good tailset, excellent depth of chest, good sweep to hindquarters, sound positive mover, carried
herself well in profile; 2 Wilkinson & O’Neill's Hurwyn | Heard A Rumour, very typy head, pleasing eye &
expression, very feminine with a well constructed body, excellent front, strong loin, good tailset, sound mover,

scored in front action; 3 Cardiff's Prosperity My Fair Lady.

Limit Bitch (12,2) 1 Wilkinson’s Hurwyn Eau De Cologne, very pleasing type, well balanced & constructed
throughout, excellent front, bone & feet, well let down in chest, firm class front assembly, strong topline & good
tailset, moved soundly; 2 Williams & Rose’s Ridanflight Ruahine at Kanix, lovely head & eye, beautiful outline with
very good flow over shoulder, not quite as finished in front assembly as 1, good depth of chest but still a little loose

in front action, very good reach & drive in profile; 3 Dyer’s Sharnphilly Complimentary.
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Open Bitch (11,3)

1 Howes’ Medogold Sunny Daze, this fully mature bitch filled the eye completely, very pleasing type, well balanced
& excellent construction, first class front, bone & feet, well let down in chest, strong topline & good tailset, she has
elegance combined with substance, moved very soundly carrying herself well. Just a little more sparkle in the
challenge would have carried her to BOB. CC, her third; 2 Westron’s Ch/Ir Ch Aurichalcum The Avenger, always a
favourite of mine from when | first judged her as a youngster, lovely head & eye, beautiful outline with super flow
over the shoulder, strong hindquarters, good depth of chest, powerful mover with good reach & drive. Not quite as

accurate in front action as 1. RCC; 3 Blackburn-Bennett's Chesterhope North ‘N’ Breeze at Kanix.
